All students who wish to apply for a Tuition Fee Exemption for 1st & 2" Semester, AY2024 / for 2"4 Semester, AY2024 must take the following steps.

B Outline of Qualification Requirements
1. Students who have excellent academic records yet have financial difficulties in continuing
their academic study.

2. Students whose financial su]E)porters have passed away, or either the student or the financial
supporter has experienced financial difficulties due to a natural disaster after October 2023.
3. Students who were heavily dama;ged from natural disaster such as “2024 Noto Peninsula
Earthquake” “2020 Kyushu Floods” or “Torrential Rains in July 2018” while they stayed in Japan.
